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1. Welcome/Adoption of Agenda/Review of Minutes

Chair welcomed all participants to the meeting. The agenda was adopted by all present. The minutes will also include Action Points at the end. 
2. Appeal document
The original agenda point was the discussions on the draft definition of CCCM based on the draft Entebbe Notes. However, considering that the key presentations from the workshop are still missing (laptop on mission…), the item was postponed to the next meeting which will be dedicated only to the discussion of the definitions.
Karl Steinacker briefed the background to the UNHCR Appeal Document which was issued during the Informal Consultation with donors. The donors had requested UNHCR to consolidate all Special Budgetary requirements in one document to have an overview of the IDP activities of UNHCR. There was a last minute change the night before the issuance of the Appeal Document based on the request from Management to take out all staffing costs for HQ staff. As such, the total amount appealed has gone down for UNHCR in comparison to the CAP. The global IDP support component of the UNHCR Appeal is planned for until the end of 2007, with an expectation of a revision in 2007.

3. Review of the IASC Gender Handbook  
Terry Morel briefed the CCCM Cluster on the background and development in the review of the IASC Gender Handbook and feedback from the NY workshop. The current draft circulated by Kate Burns is based on the revision conducted by Sarah Muscroft and Terry Morel in NY. 
The CCCM Cluster agreed that it would be too early for the Cluster to comment on the draft, considering that the definition of the CCCM is still evolving. It was agreed among participants that the priority work should focus on updating and agreeing on the definition which came out of the Entebbe workshop and the month of June will be focussed on the finalisation. As such, the Cluster as a whole will only be in a position to comment on the document at the end of June. Nina Birkeland also stressed that the definition is a priority as the Camp Management Toolkit is currently undergoing revisions and the ToT trainings are still using the old definition.

CCCM Cluster agreed to request to the IASC Gender Working Group, for the Cluster to review the newer version of the handbook once all comments are in from various agencies’ gender focal points.

4. Feedback on the TOT workshop in Ethiopia
Nina Birkeland reported back on the ToT workshop in Ethiopia. It was very successful and NRC had positive feedback from the participants. NRC will have budget to conduct 10 field training as they now have funding from the Norwegian Government. All field training will be coordinated from Oslo. NRC plans to put in place a strategy and a training plan. For example, there is a plan for a joint collaborative training for Protection and CCCM. This training would cover participatory assessment, IDP protection and camp management.  In Uganda, there are 3 newly training Trainers who are eager to conduct the training. NRC would like to look into the possibility of having trainings in 4 Districts in Uganda linking the newly trained trainers to already experienced trainers. There is also a request for training from Burundi, if all documents can be translated into French.
It was also agreed from the experience in Ethiopia to document the exact preparation requirements to the training. A lot of valuable lessons on administration have been learnt in the Ethiopia workshop. It would be essential for agencies hosting the workshop to have a full picture of their commitments and a clear understanding between NRC and the hosting agency/ office. 

Nina Birkeland also requested all agencies to send in the names and the CVs of potential trainers for the Sri Lanka ToT workshop (planned 20 – 24 September) by 14 July.

5. AOB
a) Request for review of mental health handbook
Sakura Atsumi introduced the request for review of the mental health handbook which came from the IASC Task Force on Mental Health and Psychosocial Support in Emergency Settings. CCCM Cluster has been requested to review 4 action sheets. The deadline is 14 July. It was agreed that each agency will review in the next 2 weeks and if there are any substantial issues, it should be raised in the next CCCM Cluster meeting. If not, comments should be sent to Sakura Atsumi by end June for consolidation.
b) Update on East Timor
UNHCR has sent an emergency response team. Iain Hall will be dealing with the CCCM issues. IOM will continue to assist in the over-all co-ordination in camps/IDP centres.  The cluster approach is not being applied in East Timor at this time. 
c) CAR

Latest update is that the HC is requesting for clarification on whether CAR is under Cluster approach or not.

d) Earthquake in Indonesia

No CCCM Cluster is planned for at the moment, as the Government does not want camps. The Flash Appeal is out and if a need arise in the future, IOM will be willing to lead.

e) Humanitarian Reform Unit

OCHA will convey a meeting on 2 June to present the new Humanitarian Reform Unit.

f) Information Management Workshop organised by OCHA

There will be an Information Management Workshop organised by OCHA on 7 - 8 June to discuss information management in Cluster settings. 
g) UNHCR has now officially taken up the lead role for HIV/ AIDS among displaced population. This discussion was ongoing prior to the Cluster discussions under the UNAIDS umbrella. UNHCR will request colleagues from the HIV/ AIDS Unit to come to give a presentation in the CCCM meeting in 4 weeks time.

h) Next CCCM Cluster meeting will be in IOM on 15 June at 15:00. Invitation will follow.
