Addressing HIV in Humanitarian Action

In connection with this year’s ECOSOC Humanitarian Affairs Segment, you are kindly invited to participate in an ECOSOC side event on ‘Addressing HIV in Humanitarian Action’. In the form of a panel discussion, this event will examine why and how HIV needs should be addressed in a humanitarian situation, illustrating this with several examples of effective programming in different contexts and settings, and by a range of humanitarian actors.  

The event will take place in the Palais des Nations, on Friday 13th July 2007, from 13.15 - 14.45, and will include a lunch for all participants. The room will be confirmed at a later date.
This event has been organized through the IASC Task Force on HIV and Humanitarian Action, which is composed of UN agencies, international organizations, and NGOs. The Task Force is working to develop guidance on HIV programming in emergencies, and to strengthen and harmonize the work of the humanitarian community to address HIV in emergency contexts.
