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I Narrative Summary
Following the endorsement of the 67th meeting of the IASC Working Group (WG), the IASC Task Force on HIV was reconvened in March 2007 for a period of two and half years with the following objectives:  

· Assess the state of implementation of 2005 IASC Guidelines for HIV/AIDS Interventions in Emergency Settings and integration of HIV into emergency settings – field level outputs 

· Revise the IASC Guidelines on HIV/AIDS Interventions in Emergency Settings including the elaboration of new modules

· Update the IASC training materials and develop new ones as needed (and designate institutional home for these materials)

· Strengthen and harmonize of monitoring and evaluation of IASC tools, including indicators, on HIV interventions in emergency contexts.  

In 2008, most of the work focussed on assessing the implementation of the current Guidelines and on their revision. An advanced draft of the revised Guidelines is now ready. In late 2008 and in 2009, the Guidelines will be finalized and made available in key languages, and a roll out strategy for their systematic dissemination will be developed with emphasis on integrating HIV into cluster/sector work. An advocacy brief for senior managers will be developed as will be a standard training package. Various other tools to facilitate the integration of HIV into humanitarian responses drafted in 2008 will be finalized and harmonized with the Guidelines, and specific efforts made to strengthen the integration of HIV into emergency preparedness.
