Access to InterAction Premises:
Participants may use either the 1400 16th Street entrance or the 1616 P Street entrance. A photo ID will be required at either entrance. 
Transport – Getting There:

From Reagan National Airport (DCA):
Metro – Follow signs to Metro. Take the Blue Line towards Largo Town Center. At Metro Station transfer to the Red Line towards Shady Grove. Exit the Dupont Circle station South Exit, proceed north through the circle and take a right on P Street, going East. Walk three blocks down P Street, take a right on 16th Street. 1400 16th Street will be on the right hand side, two buildings in from the corner. Cost - $1.35. 
Super Shuttle – A door-to-door shared-ride service is available at the airport outside curb. Cost - $14.
Taxis – Taxicab stands are located near the Arrivals (baggage claim) exits of each terminal. Cost - $15.
Car – Follow signs to the George Washington Memorial Parkway North, then take the exit onto I-395 North towards Washington. Take the US-1 North exit on the left, which turns into 14th Street. Take 14th Street up to P Street, turn left on P Street. Take a left on 16th Street. 1400 16th Street will be located on the right hand side. Underground parking is available at 1616 P Street for $16/day.    
From Dulles Airport (IAD):

Bus/Metro – Follow signs on the lower level to ground transportation. Take Metro Bus 5A to Rosslyn Metro Station. Transfer to Metro, take the Orange Line towards New Carrollton. At Metro Station transfer to the Red Line towards Shady Grove. Exit the Dupont Circle station South Exit, proceed north through the circle and take a right on P Street, going East. Walk three blocks down P Street, take a right on 16th Street. 1400 16th Street will be on the right hand side, two buildings in from the corner. Cost - $3.85.
Super Shuttle – A door-to-door shared-ride service is available on the lower level, ground transportation. Cost - $29.
Taxis – Taxicab stands are located on the lower level, ground transportation. Cost - $55.
Car – Take the Dulles Access Road towards Washington DC and I-66 for 16 miles. Merge onto 1-66 East towards Washington. Continue for 9 miles. Directly after crossing the bridge into Washington DC take the E Street exit on the left. Merge onto E Street and take a left on 18th Street. Follow 18th Street north to P Street. Take a right at P Street, then after 2 blocks a left on 16th Street. 1400 16th Street will be located on the right hand side. Underground parking is available at 1616 P Street for $16/day.    
From Baltimore Airport (BWI):
Train/Metro – Take the free shuttle to the MARC Train BWI Rail Station. Take the train towards Washington, DC. Exit the train at Washington’s Union Station. Transfer to the Metro’s Red Line in the direction of Shady Grove. Exit the Dupont Circle station South Exit, proceed north through the circle and take a right on P Street, going East. Walk three blocks down P Street, take a right on 16th Street. 1400 16th Street will be on the right hand side, two buildings in from the corner. Cost - $7.35.
Super Shuttle - A door-to-door shared-ride service is available at the airport outside curb. Cost - $37.
Taxis – The BWI taxi stand is located just outside of the baggage claim area of the Lower Level. Cost - $90.
Car – From airport follow signs to I-195 W, then take exit 2B for the Baltimore Washington Parkway State Highway 295 South. After 23 miles, take the exit onto New York Ave/US-50 West. Continue on New York Ave for about 5 miles until Mount Vernon Place, merge slightly right on Massachusetts Ave. At Scott Circle, take the 2nd exit onto 16th Street. 1400 16th Street will be on the left side. Underground parking is available around the corner at 1616 P Street for $16/day.
