Chapter 3:  Sectoral and programmatic responses 
3.1 Health 

· (Re-) establish voluntary and confidential HIV testing and PMTCT services, including prevention counseling  for PLWHIV (with cross-reference to 3.2) 

· Maintain or establish clinical management of PLHIV, including OI treatment, ARV provision and referrals

· Provide basic community and palliative care and support, including psychosocial support and positive living (with reference to 3.2 and 3.4) 

· Provide STI and GBV case management services, including PEP (with cross-reference 3.2, 3.6, 3.7) 

· Ensure basic HIV prevention in health care settings, including blood safety, standard precautions, waste disposal 
· Restore/establish access to condoms (with cross-reference to 3.5 and 3.7)
3.2 Protection and Shelter

· Address the specific needs of PLWHA and vulnerable groups regarding shelter 

· Protect OVCs and separated children (with cross-reference to 3.4.) 

· Develop monitoring/reporting system for GBV 

· Sensitize/train community/local authority leaders in the protection needs of PLWHIV and fight stigma and discrimination (cross-reference to 3.4, 3.6, 6, ). 
3.3 Education

· Ensure HIV is included in education services and makes education settings a safe environment 
· Provide HIV prevention for out-of-school youth 

3.4 Food/nutrition support and livelihoods

· Ensure food security and nutrition for affected households and individuals, including support to OVCs (with reference to 3.2 and 3.3)

· Nutritional support to those infected and on treatment (with cross-reference to 3.1). 
· Planning for longer-term agricultural and livelihood strategies 

· Include IEC into food distribution (with cross-reference to 3.7)
3.5 Water and Sanitation 

· Consider HIV in W+S planning

· Include IEC into water and sanitation programming 
3.6 Transport and logistics

· Ensure supplies of AIDS and related commodities at national and local levels (male and female condoms, family planning supplies, test kits, PEP, ARVs, OI drugs, etc) (with cross-reference to 3.1, 3.7) 
· Prevent HIV in the transport sector (with cross-reference to 3.7) 
3.7 Security 

· Sensitize/train security forces regarding the needs of persons living with HIV and of most-at-risk populations such as sex workers and drug injectors as well as on issues related to GBV  

· Implement prevention programs for uniformed services personnel (and the communities in which they are operating), including code of conduct and access to condoms (with cross-reference to 3.8 and 3.9)

· Implement programs for demobilized armed personnel 

3.8 Emergency HIV prevention 

· Develop an emergency prevention strategy, including how to reach those most at risk (with cross-reference to 3.1, 3.2, 3.4, 3.5, 3.7, 3.8)

· Provide basic emergency-related IEC materials 

· Provide essential prevention, health and social services for sex workers and clients (cross-reference to 3.1, 3.6 and 3.8) 
· Provide essential prevention and care services for IDUs (3.1, 3.7 and 3.8)   
· Provide basic emergency-related IEC materials 

3.9 Work place and learning programs 

· Ensure humanitarian workers understand the local HIV situation (both epidemiology and response) 
· Develop and apply policies, including non-discrimination, code and conduct, for humanitarian workers 
· Build PLWHA staff capacity 

· Provide essential prevention and health services including condoms, vaccines, VCT, PEP (cross-reference with 3.1, 3.6)
