Not all of the respondents replied to each of the questions. For example, IRC Ethiopia only provided comments and ranked the ease of finding information in the guidelines – they did not tick yes or no in response to provision of sufficient information. Save the Children Mozambique did not respond to the health, food and nutritional support, WASH and M&E sections. MdM, France did not respond to many of the health questions, HIV in the Workplace, Protection, M&E, Shelter, CCCM, Food and Nutritional Support, WASH.  Some of the respondents left out singular questions or parts of questions (i.e. rating how easy it is to find information). 
Some of the respondents indicated that the sections helped to know what critical interventions needed to be in place during a crisis yet called for substantial changes to the action sheet.

Respondents indicated that the introduction was too long and repetitive and needs to be more practical. Links to existing guidelines and documents were also suggested as ways to make the document more useful. 

Comments: 

	The introduction is well structured and has a logical sequence. It could be strengthened if the overall guidelines had more practical tools that could be introduced in this chapter. The area of target audience could maybe be strengthened/ expanded to include a paragraph on the importance of involving National AIDS Councils/Authorities and AIDS service Organisations specifically in countries/areas with a high prevalence rate (the issue around sustainability and national ownership in the humanitarian reform is crucial and need to be highlighted). Mentioning of the One Team on HIV and their role in the preparedness related to the humanitarian coordination and how this will link emergency-recovery and long term development interventions would also be useful. 

	Make links to existing additional resources such as RHRC HIV/AIDS prevention and control short course and others.

	I think the intro is too lengthy the guidelines should be practical and therefore a large amount of info is not necessary 

	Very long and needs simpler instructions how to use. 

	Additionally, the target audience needs to be clear... is this for generalists who are leading clusters, operational people or experts in HIV/AIDS? 

	 MARPs needs to specifically articulate MARAs for these reasons: 

1. Most-at risk "behaviors" already face policy and legal barriers to service uptake

2. MARAs, including those legally "underage" face further legal and policy related barriers. This is compounded by many countries' denial or reluctance to accept the occurrence of such behaviors among MARAs (and underage adolescents)

Respondents called for more practical information in the coordination section including experiences that have been successful (e.g. Has HIV been incorporated more successfully as a cross cutting issue or separate intervention in CAPs; advocacy arguments). A respondent also mentioned that information for regional implementation during preparedness and in chronic crisis, which leads to large displacements, should be provided. The incorporation of the cluster approach was also unclear. 
Comments:

	Is there anything on financing in the IASC ? 

	Again, the issue of suggested practical tools would assist a lot.

	More specifics - things are too generally stated. Can draw on experiences now. For example, we know that we need to set up coordination mechanisms, but how as HIV/AIDS been successfully incorporated as cross cutting issue or separate intervention in CAPs? Also we know that we need to advocate with decision makers but what are some of the potential arguments they will have and what are thoughtful responses?, etc.

	How to make the link between the Joint Team on AIDS and HCT. 

	Strong need to articulate resource (including financial) PRIORITIZATION for MARPs with a strong case for MARAs.  

	I think that the regional dimension needs to be included, especially with regard to preparedness and in case of chronic crisis that generate large movement of cross borders populations/mobile populations. In some cases their situation is left out for political/religious reasons. In these regards what could e the role of regional bodies (Gvt, UN, ……). 

	 It is not easy to set up coordination mechanism in an unstable environment where OCHA is phasing out. Post-conflict period or transitional period has seen the change in coordination mechanism.

	I did not understand what are “Positive Networks”. There is a reference for the need to involve staff from positive networks on Coordination efforts during planning and emergency response. Guidelines should indicate the need to involve representatives from other vulnerable groups such as Child Parliament, networking of organizations of people with disability. In countries where there functioning OVC multisectoral Coordination mechanisms like Mozambique it is not clear on the guidelines how they should be involved into the cluster approach.

	Advocacy: bullet points and flow charts are needed to do advocacy before, during and after the crisis in a country with many constraints.

Feasibility and length of sections was an issue for respondents. Respondents asked that consideration be given to different “types” of emergencies, including sudden onset, chronic, etc. It was suggested that more thought be given to certain sections including Early Recovery, GBV, Coordination, and an action sheet for protection of PLWHA and issues related to stigma and discrimination. 
	Comments: 
Just need some programmatic updates  

	Section on GBV (current IASC term) can be updated with reference to plethora of new resources and training materials.

Also section on coordination needs to be a bit longer and more thought out. It is currently about information management and is weak.

Finally there should be an action sheet even in minimum response on protection of PLWA and issues related to stigma and discrimination. Perhaps not to the extent where one would address legal reform, but at least human rights training and efforts to combat discrimination and barriers to accessing services.

	There are too many requirements and the requirements are not contextualised according to sudden onset natural disaster and complex emergencies. The response phase is very different - much shorter for the sudden onset. Some of the requirements are not feasible in sudden onset.

	The Early Recovery block needs to be properly developed - if not with interventions related to preparedness that enhance effectiveness and speed up early recovery, than at least with minimum standards. Making HIV interventions part of Early Recovery contributed to greater buy-in and commitment 

	Many information for a Matrix. It would be useful as a summery with very key information

	Under protection or education it is missing the reference to establishment of Child Friendly Spaces as mechanism of proving psychosocial support for children affected by emergency settings. HIV awareness raising could be party of activities to be developed at the child friendly spaces (as stated on p.71 protection: full humanitarian prevention and response checklist).

	It mentioned the whole program (e.g. health), which is not practical to implement during a crisis. Instead, prioritization with practical points should be placed. E.g. management of OI, which is impossible during  a crisis because no electricity for investigation (MDM France Response)
