Key Issues Discussed:

I. Humanitarian Situation in Kenya:

Dr. Garfield briefed on the support of the information management group to the Health Cluster and its specific work in Kenya with mapping of camps, “WHO, WHAT, WHERE”, and application of a draft tri-cluster rapid assessment. HNTS includes global activities to improve methods for data collection, analysis and communication. In a limited number of high priority countries, HNTS seeks to improve the collecting and reporting of information on humanitarian conditions. Mr. Sheekh briefed on the post-election violence and causes of displacement, as well as issues of resettlement, return and the search for durable solutions that the government and other humanitarian organisations and civil society are trying to address. Mr. Sheekh highlighted the structural and the immediate causes of violence. He highlighted the risks of renewed violence in the short and medium term, the national and international response, protection concerns and durable solutions.
