Possible way forward for the HLCP’s work on adaptation in the lead-up to Cancun:
· The objective of the effort would be for UN organizations to provide proposals on how they can contribute to adaptation needs that have been expressed by Parties.  These would be contributions based on their respective mandates and competencies, but may also include actions that would need additional resources to implement.
· This would serve to give the world a positive picture of the future engagement of the UN in an enhanced adaptation regime.  Countries would see the UN as a one stop shop that provides multifaceted and multidimensional support to the new adaptation regime.
· This could be done based on the simple template below, and through a comparable and iterative process (which would take into account developments in the negotiations and outside).

· The inputs should differentiate between actions that the organizations are already doing, and of which they are proposing to do more; and actions that they would initiate from scratch – but which of course are still consistent with their mandates.
· This whole exercise can be the focus of the Cancun UN-wide side event.  No publication is envisioned.
