1.Cluster appeal funds


Status of funding 
As detailed in attached documents and http://ochadms.unog.ch/quickplace/cap/main.nsf/h_Index/2007_Cluster_Appeal/$FILE/2007_Cluster_Appeal_SCREEN.pdf?OpenElement
· OCHA, UNFPA and WHO requested the funds for each of the 3 projects on behalf of the IASC SWG on Gender and Humanitarian Action (SWG). 

· UNFPA "project" over funded, OCHA fully funded and WHO under funded.

· The SWG will agree on responsibilities for different aspects of the work and UNFPA and WHO, as co-chairs of the SWG, will advise the agency holding the funds on funding priorities accordingly.

Process for deciding distribution
· Partners interested in implementing projects in keeping with the appeal content and goal should submit brief (1-2 page) "proposal" describing what they want to do, how it fits in , how much it will cost and timelines. They should also give some information on reporting responsibilities and timelines. 

· These should be submitted to Chen Reis reisc@who.int and Erica Chung echung@unfpa.org by COB 1 October 2007. 

· These will be compiled into one document and sent to the SWG membership by 3 Oct for voting (electronic) all votes due by COB 15 Oct

· This information will be collated and the successful projects identified and final approval provided at face to face

It was agreed that applicants meeting some or all of the following criteria will be prioritized

· National NGOs from developing countries (in keeping with global humanitarian platform and to provide inputs on SWG products and approaches)

· NGOs active in clusters

· NGOs currently or willing to act as gender focal points within clusters

It was also suggested that it would be useful to have a few GenCap advisors participate to provide information on challenges and experiences
